Are you looking for 

something different for 
dinner and    
perhaps easy 
enough for the 
children to    
prepare?   
Well how about going a bit 
retro and trying a corned beef 
hash bake.  We had this last 
week and it was delicious.  I’ll 
tell you how to make it but 
you’ll have to decide quantities 
according to how many you 
are feeding.  It really doesn’t 
matter how much of each in-
gredient you put in.   
You’ll need a tin of corned 
beef, potatoes, onions, mush-
rooms, cheese, Worcestershire 
sauce, tomato puree or ketchup. 
Peel and dice the potatoes and lightly boil. 
Chop the onions and fry in a little oil until 
golden and soft. 
Chop the mushrooms, add to the onions 

and fry for a few minutes. 
Dice the corned beef and add 
to the pan along with the 
drained, boiled potatoes, 
some Worcestershire sauce 
and tomato puree or ketchup 
(amount according to your 
taste).  Season with salt and 
pepper and mix well. 
If it seems a bit dry add a 

splash of water 
to loosen the 
mixture. Trans-
fer the hash to 

an ovenproof 
dish and top with grated 
cheese. Bake at 180°c for  
about 25 minutes.  If the 
cheese isn’t golden put it un-
der the grill to brown off.

Firstly, we wish to thank David Blomley for 
all his work over the years; in early March 
we co-opted Rosie Reed who we are confi-
dent will bring yet another positive contri-
bution to our Parish. 
 

As we acknowledge the passing of a year of 
miserable lockdown, the Parish Council 
have been planning to improve the facili-
ties within our village. It has become so 
apparent that the playing fields and play-
ground have become the focal point of The 
Hanneys. Prior to this confirmation we had 
carried out surveys, met with groups and 
clubs, asking them what we needed to im-
prove, and what new was needed.  
We need to plan for the return to a recog-
nised normal, but we want the new normal 
to be even better. 
 

Our playground, although it works - and I 
know lots of parents who can remember 
playing on the same equipment as their 
children are now - needs to be bigger and 
to accommodate a broader age range.  As a 
village we have increased and so in line 
with that we are increasing the size, with a 
defined area for infants. We hope to use as 
much natural material as possible to create 
more than just a sterile area with swings 
but rather to create an area where chil-
dren’s imagination will be stimulated and 
the whole experience enhanced by creative 
landscaping. 
 

There will be a MUGA, that’s a Multi Use 

Games Area. This area will be fully en-
closed and marked out to allow for 5 aside 
football, tennis, netball and basketball. 
To accommodate the MUGA we need to 
relocate the current proposal for the car 
park extension; the plan shows the existing 
proposal in a darker grey. It looks like the 
MUGA will fit but it won’t, it’s purely indic-
ative. 
 

New to the village will be a youth rugby 
pitch and outdoor table tennis tables, to-
gether with a very much in demand small 
area for scooting and skate boarding. 
The cricket pavilion will be moved and up-
graded to include changing rooms, toilets 
and a catering area. We will be reinstating 
a second practice cricket net; this is incred-
ibly popular. 
 

Football for adults will be moved to King’s 
Leases to accommodate the new youth rug-
by and recreational football pitch. 
On the Leases there will be an outside gym, 
and for those who, whilst walking their 
dogs fancy a little more exercise there will 
be a trim trail around the perimeter. 
Some prefer to watch than participate, 
there will be more benches and the land-
scaping around the playground will allow 
parents to sit on bunds possibly surround-
ing by public art and fruit trees while their 
children enjoy the facilities.

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Dear Friends  
You may have noticed 
Richard Oxley play the 
piano for our Carol Service behind the 
War Memorial Hall – to celebrate Easter 
I thought I would interview him since he 
is a relative newcomer to the Hanneys. 
Where have you come from and why did 
you move to Hanney ? 
After I retired, my wife Velma and I moved 
from North Wiltshire to West Hanney to be 
closer to our daughter and grandchildren 
in East Hendred. 
What do you like about the Hanneys? 
The friendliness and welcome from the 
people – first from the church, but also the 
community - when ‘researching’ we 
noticed whether people greeted us as we 
passed them in the street. Hanney came 
out top! It is a very active community with 
many different local groups and societies 
to get involved with, and great local 
facilities with good pubs and an excellent 
Indian restaurant. 
What did you do and what are you doing 
now? 
Before retirement I worked as an 
accountant. Now I am treasurer for the 
community shop and for the church. 
Do you have any hobbies ? 
I have always been involved with music in 
some way, singing in various church and 
secular choirs and sometimes leading 
worship in church. After lockdown I am 
looking forward to singing again with the 
St James Singers and the City of Oxford 
Choir. I love to get out and about - you may 
see me some mornings running or cycling 
around the local lanes and paths. We are 
looking forward to exploring the hills again 
in South Wales and beyond when 
permitted. 
What will you be doing on Easter Day ? 
A day of celebration and a new beginning. 
Previously, in a ‘normal’ year we would 
typically go to a sunrise service to greet the 

risen Christ, then go to 
worship at the main service 
later in the morning, followed 

by a celebration meal with the family and a 
glass or 2 of bubbly. This year the 
sentiment will be the same, but we will be 
restricted to the outdoor service on Easter 
morning and probably just the 2 of us 
sharing a meal and the bubbly!. 
Why do you go to church? 
Though we live continually in God’s 
presence I find being in church, either just 
being quiet or sharing in worship and 
prayer with others, helps me to reset my 
priorities and gives me a sort of spiritual 
reboot. I have heard churches described as 
‘thin places’ where heaven touches earth. 
We continue the worship of the many 
generations that have gone before. 
Why / how did you decide to follow 
Christ? 
I was not brought up in a Christian family, 
but in my youth remember thinking a lot 
about why/what is life about and does God 
exist? That searching is one reason I was 
particularly interested in Science, and why 
I studied Physics at university. When I was 
22, through the witness of close friends 
who invited me to church, and after much 
reading, I gradually realised the answer to 
my questions lay not just in a reasoned 
argument, but in the person of Jesus. 
Can you give us an example of Christ’s 
resurrection power in your life? 
I do not know how my life would have 
developed without Christ, but there have 
been times when I have had courage and 
confidence that I would not have had 
otherwise. I do not know how I could have 
coped through the darkest times without 
knowing that Jesus suffered like us, 
understands, and is with us. 
Thank you so much Richard I hope you 
and every one has a Blessed Easter  
John

(For 
your delight and edification, I can tell you 
that it was built in the late 19th Century as 
a corn mill, and if this kind of stuff floats 
your canoe, I strongly recommend you join 
the Hanney History Group!) 
Back to the LBP - they recently completed 
work to improve fish passage in East Han-
ney by converting the flood overflow chan-
nel around Lower Mill into a ‘fish pass’.   
Working with a specialist contractor and 
local volunteers, including many from  
Hanney Flood Group, they recently        
completed the job. LBP head hombre Mark 
Bradfield told me:  
“The work involved removing the culvert 
and embankment and replacing them 
with a carefully sized undershot sluice to 
control flow, along with de-silting the 
channel, re-profiling the banks and lining 
it with gravel.  The channel prior to the 
work was choked with silt and vegetation, 
fallen tree limbs etc. and was hardly visi-
ble.   
Good flow can now enter the channel all 
year which should help it “self-clean”. 
These improvements combined with re-
cent work at Venn Mill allow fish to move 
into the Childrey Brook then Letcombe 
Brook as far upstream as Dandridge's Mill 
and provide them access to some great 
habitat that should be suitable for spawn-
ing.  Both the resident wild brown trout 
and coarse fish should benefit.   
The improved channel should also now 

provide great habitat for water vole,   
Britain's fastest declining mammal and 
perhaps even some nesting sites for king-
fishers, both species resident along the 
brook in East Hanney. 
Funding for the Project came from the 
Environment Agency who helped ensure 
that it was carefully planned and did not 
add to the flood risk.   
According to local residents the work has 
improved things, with the channel per-
forming well in the high flows we’ve expe-
rienced this winter.  
The banks have been seeded with a species 
rich wetland wildflower mix and will soon 
be fenced to ensure livestock do not tram-
ple the banks and damage the newly cre-
ated habitat.  Please stick to the foot-
path across the centre of the field and 
allow the work area to recover and 
hopefully provide a great wildlife ref-
uge for many species.  
We hope to be able to carry out further 
projects to improve habitat and fish pas-
sage along this rare chalkstream, one of 
only 224 in the world!”
